following the 10am service, and at this meeting I will share my vision with you, and 
ask for your comments and reactions to my suggestions for my vision for mission dur-
ing the next 12 months.  While I will not take time in this newsletter to share every as-
pect of the proposed vision, I would like to share a sampling of what the proposed vi-
sion will include:  
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  1) Implementation of goals established at the Long Range Planning Workshop con-
ducted in February (the list of goals is provided for you on the next page).  

   

2) Display of flags representing who we are (in the same area as before, but using a 
ñwrap freeò design)  

   

3) Organization of an ñEvery Member an Evangelistò program, which will invite mem-
bers to invite others to ROA.    

   

4) Meeting with Bishop and synod officials to discuss additional staffing op-
tions/opportunities for ROA  

   

5) Establishment of a ñWelcomingò ministry, having a lay member make and maintain 
contact with visitors to ROA  

   

6) Creation of ñInvite a Friendò Quarterly worship services  

   

7) Create a ñtargetedò mailing list to community of postcards and flyers about ROA  

   

8) Create a ñTake Pride in ROAò ministry, including formation of a plan to involve 
members in maintaining church grounds    

   

9) Continued financial support for our Community Jazz Vespers services and special 
music ministry      

         

10) Formation of a Long Range Vision Committee to begin work on creating a vision 
for ROA beyond the scope of this 12 month vision
