The minutes of the 5/19/08 meeting were approved as written.

The Treasurero6s Report was reviewed and
shortfall in pledged giving (currently at 84% of budget). As a result we will need to move $4,000
from the designated, invested income ($20,403) in the money market account in order to earn
interest. We have moved a total of $7,000 from the total of $20,403 in designated, invested funds so
far this year. Also, stocks have lost value and interest rates on investments are down.

We are on track for the $4,000 per month needed in regular giving to meet operating expenses
(offerings have totaled $12,907.50 so far this month). Capital Campaign pledges are behind,
however. Kelly and Steve will run an audit to identify the gaps in both envelope and Capital
Campaign pledges vs. actual giving.

We have received a total of $682.00 toward the purchase of the Angel paintings.
