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NEW HOMELESS FEEDING MINISTRY 

As part of our Matthew 25 congregational theme, we are partnering with Memorial Drive Presbyte-
rian (MDPC) and St. Timothy United Methodist (STUMC) to feed the homeless community on Me-
morial Drive.  The name of the ministry is "Memorial Drive Lunch Box Program,ò and this is how it 
will work, at least initially (weôll be tweaking the program as we go based on lessons learned and 
once we know the level of demand for food): 

¶ Serving days and times will be Tuesday, Thursday, and Sunday from noon to 1pm at ROA.  Re-
cipients will enter the building and receive a boxed lunch at the serving counter in Corkish 
Hall.  A small "personal care kit" (comb, toothbrush/paste, nail clippers) will also be offered to 
folks separately from the lunch boxes.  Food provided will be prepackaged items that have a long 
shelf life and do not require cooking/heating or refrigeration.  

¶ Each congregation will be responsible for providing volunteers to pack and distribute meals for 
their appointed day; Tuesday is MDPC, Thursday is STUMC, and Sunday is ROA.  Volunteers 
will be asked to pack box lunches (if needed, as we will try to keep a supply on hand in the 
kitchen) and give one boxed lunch per recipient.  Volunteers will NOT be asked to make a deter-
mination as to whether or not a person is "homeless".  We will provide a single boxed lunch to all 
who come during the serving hour.  

¶ Initial startup costs will be covered by all three churches, with each congregation using existing 
funds and/or seeking to secure funding.  We will also be applying for grant monies to secure long
-term funding.  We hope that other churches (such as those renting space from us) might eventu-
ally support this program as well (for example, Rehoboth Christian Church, our newest tenant, 
will provide breads and bakery goods for distribution on Thursdays). 

¶ Our monthly "Manna from Heaven" sandwich ministry will continue, as we serve an entirely differ-
ent population/location with the manna ministry. 

There will be a work day at ROA to assemble lunch boxes on Tuesday, May 18
th

 from 11am to 
1pm.   The tentative startup day for this ministry is Tuesday, May 25

th
, although this is subject 

to change based upon when we feel everything is "ready" to begin.  

We are excited to be starting this joint program with our brothers and sisters in faith.  Please pray for 
long-term funding success, for the volunteers who are putting the program together, and for the 
homeless community whom we will serve.

Our largest Community Service Project of the year, òThe Back

This is our 4
th
 year of providing a range of screening services 

for adults as well as children before they start school. The fami-

lies whom we serve are, for the most part, refugees and/or 

families who can ill afford these necessary screenings to enroll 

their child/ren in school. All of our professional providers have 

graciously agreed to help again this year.  

Our committee (Congregational Life) is asking for a little extra help this year, as the revenue from 

our primary fundraiser (the Celebrating Our Heritage Dinner Theatre) fell short of our projected 

needs to financially support this project. The funding for our yearly committee projects & activities 

comes from donations and is not part of the general budget of the church. Last year we served ap-

proximately 125 children and adults and we anticipate serving a greater number this year due to the 

continued weak economy. In an effort to help the families and children that come, we provide 

òschool supply bagsó filled with items such as paper, pencils, ruler, glue, crayons, pencil bag, folder 

etc so that they have a few of the essential items they need as they go to school on August 9
th
. 

Starting on Sunday May 9th and going thru Sunday May 23rd, we are asking you to prayerfully con-

sider helping us by picking up a form and making a contribution to pay for 1 or more back to school 
supply bags. A simple donation of $6.50 will help provide a filled school supply bag for 1 child. In 

the narthex you will see forms with the listing of what we put in each bag so you will know exactly 

what your donation will be supplying to the children who come to the health fair. We ask that you 

pick up a form, sign it and return it to us with your contribution. Please make a check payable to 

ROA, and put òHealth Fairó in the memo line of your check.

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LWR COLLECTION IN 2010  TO FOCUS ON SCHOOL KITS  
Thanks to all who contributed to the special Lutheran World Relief [LWR] call for health 
kits for the unfortunate population in Haiti. Our total collection of kits given and kits made 
from donations was 73. A few more have come in since the completed kits were brought to 
Living Grace.  Any kits collected after this time will be brought to the LWR collection site 
before the annual convention in September.  

Our annual focus is on school kits this year. We already have a head start on school bags. If 
you would like to contribute money towards the kits or school supplies, as listed below, we 
will be glad to purchase the materials needed and put the kits together.  

 Include the following items in each school kit:  

Notebooks of wide - or college -ruled paper approximately 8" x 10 ½" totaling 150 -200 
sheets (if using 70 -sheet notebooks, please include three); no loose -leaf paper  

One blunt scissors (safety scissors with embedded steel blades work well)  
One 30 -centimeter ruler, or a ruler with centimeters on one side and inches on the 

other  
One pencil sharpener  
Six new, unsharpened #2 pencils with erasers; secure together with a rubber band  
One eraser approximately 2 ½" long  
12 sheets of construction paper in assorted colors (if necessary, fold in half to fit into 

the school kit bag)  
One box of 16 or 24 crayons  
One sturdy cloth bag approximately 12" X 14" with cloth handles or drawstring closure 

(see below for downloadable patterns)   

 

Do not add other items or leave out any of the items listed.   All items should be new and 
in good condition. Remove any excess packaging and pack items in the bag, fold the han-
dles over, and secure with two large rubber bands or tie with yarn.

Marie Hallôs Cheese Cake 

2 packages graham crackers crushed 

½ cup sugar 

2 sticks margarine melted 

Mix the above ingredients and press in a spring form pan (be sure to extend 
up the sides.) Chill. 

Three 8-ounce packages cream cheese (room temperature) 

1 ½ cups sugar 

1/8 teaspoon salt 

Mix these three ingredients until fluffy.  Add 4 eggs (one at a time) and 1 tea-
spoon vanilla and beat until all ingredients are thoroughly mixed.  Bake at 350 
degrees until center is firm (not brown) ï approximately 50 minutes.  Cool. 

Topping 

16 ounces sour cream 

¼ cup sugar 

1 teaspoon vanilla 

Mix these three ingredients and put on top of cooled cheese cake.  Bake at 450 
degrees for approximately 10 minutes or until the topping sets.  Chill com-
pletely. 

Top may be garnished with strawberries, cherries, kiwi, or your favorite fruit.
