MAJOR REPAIR RESERVE CAMPAIGN

Wonderful news to share!! Once again, ROA members have responded graciously and
generously. In the first week of the appeal to replenish the major repair reserve cam-
paign, we raised $5,170, which is over half of the net cost of the new sanctuary air con-
ditioning unit (a total of $9,300). As a result, we were able to move ahead with instal-
lation of the unit right away, and the work was completed just today (June 29) in time
for the Fourth of Jul y! That 6s an addi't

In the second week of the appeal we received an additional $1,036 up front, with
pledges of $5,725 over the next 12 months. This will eventually cover the cost of the
new air conditioning unit, but in the meantime our reserves will show a dip of $4,130
until that is recouped over the next year.

In addition to the unit just replaced, we have 12 other ac units, so the chances that an-
other unit will fail are high. We also have very aged plumbing and electrical systems,
as well as a roof that continues to leak. As a result, we will continue to lift up replen-
ishment of the major repair reserve as a funding need. If you would like to pledge and
have not yet done so, it is not too late!

LWR COLLECTION IN 2010 TO FOCUS ON SCHOOL KITS

Thanks to all who contributed to the special Lutheran World Relief [LWR] call for health
kits for the unfortunate population in Haiti. Our total collection of kits given and kits made
from donations was 73. A few more have come in since the completed kits were brought to
Living Grace. Any kits collected after this time will be brought to the LWR collection site
before the annual convention in September.

Our annual focus is on school kits this year. We already have a head start on school bags. If
you would like to contribute money towards the kits or school supplies, as listed below, we
will be glad to purchase the materials needed and put the kits together.

Include the following items in each school kit:

Notebooks of wide - or college -ruled paper approximately 8" x 10 ¥2" totaling 150 -200
sheets (if using 70 -sheet notebooks, please include three); no loose  -leaf paper

One blunt scissors (safety scissors with embedded steel blades work well)

One 30 -centimeter ruler, or a ruler with centimeters on one side and inches on the
other

One pencil sharpener

Six new, unsharpened #2 pencils with erasers; secure together with a rubber band

One eraser approximately 2 ¥2" long

12 sheets of construction paper in assorted colors (if necessary, fold in half to fit into
the school kit bag)

One box of 16 or 24 crayons

One sturdy cloth bag approximately 12" X 14" with cloth handles or drawstring closure
(see below for downloadable patterns)

Do not add other items or leave out any of the items listed. All items should be new and
in good condition. Remove any excess packaging and pack items in the bag, fold the han-
dles over, and secure with two large rubber bands or tie with yarn.
